A technical description of the product EverCrete and its 
application; from a report from the Lund Institute of 
Technology, 1990: ‘The EverSeal Method - Impregnation of 
concrete according to a method blending new and old,’ by 
Sverker Andreasson, Department of Road Construction and 
Hydraulics 
 
Declaration of contents from EverSeal Systems, showing that 
EverCrete consists of a water solution of sodium silicate 
(water glass), with the addition of a low content metal 
catalyst. The content of the catalyst has been specified. 
 
Swedish safety sheets and various certificates from American 
laboratories. 
 
Evaluation 
 
Having examined the said background material, the National 
Food Administration has no objections to using the product 
EverCrete for surface treatment of concrete which comes into 
contact with drinking water. 
 
This statement must not be held equivalent to an official 
approval of the product by the National Food Administration. 
 
The National Food Administration will bill VAV by separate 
invoice for the handling of this matter.
